Quality Assurance Resources

 For Use In Healing Arts Radiography

Many reputable organizations have published pertinent peer-reviewed and generally accepted documents regarding Quality Assurance and Quality Control. The key goal of Quality Assurance is to ensure that the imaging procedure being prescribed will yield the data expected to diagnose the patient while at the same time maximize the safety of the patient and personnel to the extent practical without undue impact on the delivery of necessary health care.

The regulations in 25 PA Code 221.11(l) direct that “Department’s guidelines and a list of recognized organizations will be maintained and made available on the Department’s website and on request.”  The list of recognized sources of quality assurance program guidelines and quality control procedures is presented here and will also be posted on the Department’s website at www.dep.state.pa.us/brp under the Radiation Control Division.

Recognized Organizations Providing Acceptable Quality Assurance Program Guidelines
The following organizations offer quality assurance program guidance. Facilities should make use of the resources that provide the best fit for their operations.

Depending on the diversity and complexity of a facility’s imaging activities it may be necessary to take direction from more than one of the sources.  The list is not exhaustive.  Registrants may request that the Department recognize quality assurance programs developed by other sources at any time.
