Importer responsible for

Signing and implementing agreement

Optional:  Develop NMP

Implementation of NMP or NBS

Responsible for storage after delivery & before applied, if applicable

Compliance with Manure Management Manual
Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan

* Application of manure is the responsibility of the party under whose control the manure is spread.  This may be the CAFO operator or the importing farmer depending on the agreement
