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I. Maintain Water Supply

Purpose:  Ensure an adequate and reliable supply of quality water to meet current and future human and ecological needs

Goal 1:  Characterize water resources impaired by abandoned mines

Objectives:

1. DEP to identify and assess water resources contaminated by mine drainage.

a. Action Item:  Compile existing data and gather remaining data for the Location, the quantity, and the quality of these waters.

2. DEP to develop an Action Plan to remediate or utilize contaminated resources, for current and future human and ecological needs

a. Action Items:

i. Develop incentives for mining industry to remediate

ii. Incorporate into priorities of watershed plan

iii. Implement Action Plan

Goal 2:  Examine practices to reduce the Impacts to Residential Water Supplies

Objectives:

1. Identify groundwater and surface water sources available for residential water use.

2. Encourage future land use planning to prevent impacts to residential water supplies

Action Items:

· Reinvigorate Governor’s Land Use Planning Committee to ensure consistencies between local planning and permitting

· Provide technical assistance for stormwater BMPs

Enforce Act 167

· Goal 3:  Encourage Groundwater Recharge, Effective Utilization of Stormwater Management

Objectives:

1. Develop incentives to encourage sound land use practices to maintain groundwater recharge.  

a. Implement BMPs in forestry, agriculture, and land development.

b. Implement stormwater management programs to control runoff and promote infiltration (e.g., Act 167)

Goal 4:  Resolve problems associated with aging infrastructure and malfunctioning sewage systems

Objectives:

1. Identify and assess sewage systems for compliance with discharging requirements

2. Develop and implement action plans for replacement or repair of  non-compliant systems

Goal 5:  Develop plans for water resources during periods of drought or other water shortage emergencies.

1. Protect and conserve water quality and quantity through technologies that promote nutrient management, groundwater recharge, conservation, and improved infrastructure

II. Identify Water Resources Needed For Economic Development That Address Needs to Maintain And Enhance Job Base and Maintains Watershed Integrity

Purpose:

Goal 1:  Identify Existing Uses, Needs, Storage, and Define Future Water Uses

Objectives:

1. Complete an accurate inventory and use reporting system by 2013

a. Action Item:  Encourage Public Water Suppliers to do annual water audits (using water audit software)

b. Action Item:  Work with County Conservation District to conduct agricultural outreach to promote water use reporting

2. Promote wise land use planning with consideration for water budgets


Goal 2:  Plan and budget for how to replace what we’re using, including protecting existing uses and current clean water resources and emergency planning

Objectives:

1. Develop a water budget for all watersheds by 2013

a. Action Item:  Work with local entities (watershed groups, etc…) to develop watershed budgets

2. Encourage County planners to consider water budgets in land use planning

Goal 3:  Provide incentives for economic growth, including wise brownfields reuse, incentives for storage, trading, and credits

Objectives:

1. Implement brownfields incentives, recycling/reuse incentives (gray water), storage incentives, trading and credits for select areas by 2013

a. Action Item:  Provide for higher grant/loan application rankings for recycling/reuse/storage projects

b. Action Item:  Reach out to legislators to consider incentives and credits for recycling/reuse/storage when considering legislation

III. Public Education and Outreach on Water Resources

Purpose:  Distinguish Ohio Basin as a river basin that is different from other basins in the state.  Highlight attributes and constantly work to collect data and educate the public in order to improve challenges and problematic conditions.
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
