In reply to the questions you raised in your E-mail to Glenn Pellino for Lackawanna County, I have prepared the following responses.

 

1. The majority of Lackawanna County lies within the Susquehanna River Basin (the Lackawanna River being the largest tributary to the Susquehanna in Pennsylvania) with a portion in the Delaware River (Lehigh River, Wallenpaupack Creek) Basin. Lackawanna County’s Comprehensive Plan dates from the mid-1970’s and is out of date.

 

2. There are no county, subcounty or watershed level water resources plans or studies in effect in the county.

 

3. The Lackawanna River Storm Water Management Plan was completed in September, 1991. The county applied to the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection for funds to update the study but was not awarded sufficient funds to undertake the update.

 

4. The majority of the developed areas of Lackawanna County are supplied with drinking water through PA American Water Company or smaller local companies. The county has no information on the status of on-lot systems for the more rural areas.

 

5. The county has not done any technical reports or ordinances dealing with water resource issues.

 

6. The county does not have a current comprehensive plan and the municipal plans that have been completed focus mainly on on-lot swage system malfunctions.

 

7. As the region has no defined priorities we can not recommend any changes.
