	At the February 26, 1997 meeting of the Agricultural Advisory Board, the members received an overview of Pennsylvania’s 319 Program from Nicki Kasi, Bureau of Watershed Conservation.  One of the programs discussed during Mrs. Kasi’s presentation was the citizen’s streamside monitoring program.  Several Board members expressed their reservations and concerns about citizens entering onto private property as part of the streamside monitoring program.  The Board believes that only employees of the Department, while in the performance of their “official” duties, should be allowed to enter onto private property.  The Board suggested that the Department develop a policy supporting the Board’s position on this issue.
